When we see movies, like the “Sands of 
Iwo Jima” or even “Flags of our Fathers”, we can only 
imagine what that battle was like.

This Detachment has been 
blessed with many “IWO” members; some passed 
on, and before my time here, but that battle will 
always remain in our hearts as the Battle that made a 
standard for what the Marine Corps is and was all 
about. Today’s Marines, even though they have all of 
this hi-tech equipment, still have to go back to basics 
when it comes to combat; something passed on by 
the “Greatest Generation”. In this Detachment, many 
of them still participate in activities. Without them I 
truly would not know what we would do. These 
Veterans of WWII and Korea have shown us what 
work and commitment is all about. We need to follow 
them as we take on the running of this detachment, 
as we did in the past. We succeeded then; we will 
succeed now!

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DOG TAGS 
 

To many, it is just another piece of uniform.  Each 
morning, Marines slip shiny identification tags over 
their heads and tuck them beneath their olive-drab 
undershirts without giving them a second thought.  
But every now and then, these iconic military 
symbols come up in conversation, along with all the 
myths and rumors that accompany them. So what 
really is the story behind dog tags and the myths that 
accompany them? 
 
The first recorded use of dog tags came from the 
battlefields of the Civil War.  Many soldiers feared if 
they were killed in action they would run the risk of 
being buried in an unknown grave.  After all, 42 
percent of the Civil War dead remain unidentified to 
this day.  To put their minds at ease, many took up 
the practice of marking all their belongings with paper 
tags, and some of them fashioned their own “dog 
tags” by carving chunks of wood, which was worn on 
a string around their neck. 
 
World War II and later tags had a notch in them.  A 
myth states when a serviceman was killed in combat, 
his comrades would take one of his tags and insert it 
into his mouth with the notched end between his front 
teeth.  Then, with a kick or nudge to the jaw, the tag 
would become lodged between the teeth, ensuring it 
stayed secured for future identification. 
 
Of course, the real story behind the notch is far less 
gruesome.  This style of tag was used up until the 
early 1970’s, and the notch only existed because of 
the type of embossing machine used during that 
period.  It allowed the machine to hold the blank tag 
while it was stamped out.  Current machines do not 
need the notch to hold the tags in place; hence the 
smooth-sided tags service members were issued. 
 
The U.S. Army has begun to replace the old “dog 
tags” with smart tags that contain memory chips.  
These “smart dog tags” will contain all the health 
related information about each individual soldier.  
The final version of his new dog tag will be about the 
size of a credit card.

MILITARY FUNERAL DISORDERLY 
CONDUCT 

 
On December 7th 2006 the Senate passed, by 
voice vote, a bill that would bar protests at any 
funeral.  Sen. Richard J. Durbin’s (D-Ill.) bill 
S.4042 extends the present prohibition of 
demonstrations at funerals held at federal 
cemeteries which became law on Memorial 
Day when Pres. Bush signed H.R. 5037.  That 
bill was only applicable to National Cemeteries.  
Senate bill S.4202 would make it a criminal 
misdemeanor, punishable by fine or one year 
in jail, to intentionally disrupt a funeral or 
protest within 150 feet of such a service.
