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Marine Corps budget plan 
adds two battalions, rolls 
back purchases

ARLINGTON, Va. — Marines will soon find 
themselves manning two new infantry battalions, 
three Light Armored Reconnaissance Companies 
and several new support units being added to the 
active forces. 

But the service will have to wait longer for the 
fielding of the new V-22 tilt-rotor  
Osprey and amphibious  
Expeditionary Assault  
Vehicle, according to the  
Defense Department’s 2006 
budget request. 

In all, the White House  
hopes to put $17.5 billion  
into the corps coffers next  
year. 

The proposal calls for  
increasing Marines’ base  
pay by 3.1 percent and  
civilian salaries by 2.3  
percent. 

Manpower for the new units  
will come from job conversions 
that put civilians into positions  
that some 2,500 Marines had been filling, 
according to a senior Pentagon official who briefed 
reporters Friday. 

Meanwhile, an additional 3,000 Marines will be 
temporarily added to the Corps’ active strength of 
175,000 in a separate “supplemental” budget 
request expected to go to Congress later this 
month. Cash for new bonus money is also 
expected to be part of the Corps’ portion of the 
supplemental. 

The Corps is projecting it will buy 1,310 new 
Humvees and 77 of its 155 mm Howitzers as part 
of its $1.4 billion procurement budget proposal for 
2006. 

The Marines will cut the purchase of the still-
developmental V-22 tilt-rotor “Osprey” next year 
from 15 to nine. In 2007, purchases will be cut in

The Expeditionary Assault Vehicle, slated to 
begin replacing the Corps’ aging fleet amphibious 
armored vehicles this year, now won’t begin 
hitting units until 2007, according to service 
officials.

RED CROSS 
The terrible suffering of men wounded after the defeat 
of the Austrians by the French at the Battle of Solferino 
in Italy in 1859 led to the calling of an international 
conference in the Swiss City of Geneva in 1864.  This 
resulted in the Geneva Convention, which provided the 
guidelines for the care of the wounded and captured in 
wartime.  In addition, military medical services were to 
be protected under the internationally recognized 
symbol of a “RED CROSS” (sometimes called the 
Geneva Cross).  A red cross on a white background, 
this was the reversal of the Swiss national flag: a white 
cross on a red background. 
 

GUNG HO 
In present day use “Gung ho” is an adjective applied to 
an over-enthusiastic and often reckless approach to a 
task or situation.  This represents a shift in meaning 
which has come about in just over half-a-century.  
When the expression was first coined in 1938, it meant 
“work together”, which was the English translation of 
the two Chinese characters representing this meaning 
and pronounced kung ho.  The expression was used as 
a motto of the Chinese Industrial Co-operatives 
Association, which was established to provide 
employment for thousands of Chinese made refugees 
as a result of the Japanese invasion of their country.  
The phrase “gung ho” found its way to the U.S.A. when 
Lt. Col. Evans Carlson formed his 2nd Raider Battalion 
and used it as their motto and war-cry. 
 

HAVERSACK 
The first “haversacks” were used to carry oats to feed 
cavalry horses; the name originated from the German 
word haber (oats) and sack which is the same as its 
English equivalent.  By the eighteenth century the 
“haversack” had been incorporated into English with a 
change of meaning.  Moving from a container for 
carrying provisions for horses, it had now become a 
smaller, general-purpose, shoulder bag for carrying a 
soldier’s rations.

LOOPHOLE 
Defenders of medieval castles made use of 
“loopholes” to spy on their enemies and shoot at 
them.  For reasons of security and personal safety, 
loopholes were necessarily small, narrow gaps in 
castle walls.  In later centuries, loopholes changed 
in meaning to be less a means of defending 
somewhere than a narrow, easily overlooked, way 
of escape.  This is the meaning that has come 
down to us today, when “loophole” has become a 
way out of an obligation or legal requirement; 
frequently a “gap” inadvertently left in a piece of 
legislation that is then exploited by the sharp-eye 
and quick witted.  
 

MARKING TIME 
In whatever sense it occurs, “marking time” means 
that nothing happens.  Used figuratively, it 
amounts to a holding operation, keeping things 
going while waiting for something to happen.  In its 
military sense “marking time” is a parade ground 
drill in which the troops raise their feet in a 
marching rhythm without moving forwards or 
backwards. 
 

NEAR MISS 
During World War II, ships under attack from 
enemy aircraft recorded a “near miss” for every 
bomb that exploded in the water close enough to 
cause damage to the hull.  Since then its meaning 
has broadened to include any mishap that has 
been narrowly avoided.
