When we were younger and in school, the 1% day of
April was always referred to as “April Fool's Day.” “It is
one of the most light hearted days of the year, yet it
stems from a serious subject—the adoption of a new
calendar. Ancient cultures, including those as varied
as the Romans and the Hindus, celebrated New Year's
Day on April 1. It closely follows the vernal equinox
(March 20th or March 21st). In medieval times, much
of Europe celebrated March 25, the Feast of
Annunciation, as the beginning of the new vyear.
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In 1582, Pope Gregory Xlll ordered a new calendar
(the Gregorian Calendar) to replace the old Julian
Calendar. The new calendar called for New Year's Day
to be celebrated Jan. 1. Many countries, however,
resisted the change. In fact, some European countries
held out for centuries (Scotland until 1660; Germany,
Denmark, and Norway until 1700; and England until
1752).

In 1564, France adopted the reformed calendar and
shifted New Year's day to Jan. 1. However, many
people either refused to accept the new date, or did not
learn about it, and continued to celebrate New Year's
Day April 1. Other people began to make fun of these
traditionalists, sending them on "fool's errands” or trying
to trick them into believing something false.”

April Fool's Day Has Serious Origins "Fools" ignored
the new calendar by David Johnson.

Marines gain much of their strength from their history,
according to the Marine Corps' commandant.

"It's how we gain perspective on the world today,"
said Gen. Michael Hagee. "History means a great
deal to Marines."

And so will the National Museum of the Marine Corps
when it opens next year.

"l am really excited about that. | can't wait for it to be
completed," Hagee said.

Hagee was among those who participated in a coin-
laying ceremony Monday at the site of the new
museum near Locust Shade Park and across from
the Quantico Marine Corps base.

The ceremony stems from a naval tradition that dates
back to the ancient Romans.

"Superstition has it that the Romans believed that if
coins were placed under the mast and the vessel met
with disaster, the dead would have paid their fare to
go on to the afterlife,” said retired Lt. Gen. Ronald
Christmas, president of the Heritage Foundation,
which is the organization raising money to build the
museum.

"It is in this spirit, motivated by this ancient custom,
that we Marines, as soldiers of the sea, continue this
practice here at the building site of the National
Museum of the Marine Corps," Christmas said. "[This
is a] very unique ceremony that is significant to all of
us in the naval service."

The mast of the Marine Corps museum will be 210
feet tall and the central focal point of the building's
design. It will soar up and through a 160-foot glass
atrium evoking imagery of the World War Il flag-
raising at Iwo Jima as depicted at the Marine Corps
War Memorial in Arlington and the smaller version of
the monument outside the Quantico main gate.

Hagee and Christmas, along with retired Brig. Gen.
Gerald McKay and Bud Baker, former president of
Wachovia bank, who were representing the Heritage
Foundation, each placed a coin at the spot where the
mast will rest.

Among the coins was a Marine Corps coin that had

been taken to the island of Iwo Jima and placed
temporarily at the site of the original World War Il
flag-raising site on Mount Suribachi.

The coin laying ceremony is another milestone
and a step closer to the realization of the
museum, Christmas said.

The next milestone will be the raising of the steel
mast beginning next week. The feat will be
accomplished with the aid of a tall crane that
takes days to assemble. The actual raising of the
mast will be done in a day.

When placed, the mast will be visible for miles to
travelers along Interstate 95.

"It will be powerful,” Hagee said.

Between 300,000 and 500,000 yearly visitors are
expected to visit the museum when it opens in
November 2006.

The 210,000 square foot museum will include the
central gallery atrium where Marine Corps aircraft
will be suspended from the ceiling and combat
ground vehicles will be on display. There will also
be an orientation theater as well as a boot camp
and other immersion exhibits which will give
visitors a feel for what it is like to become a
Marine as well as what it was like to be a Marine
in battle, especially in World War Il and Vietnam.

"All of us at the Heritage Foundation are totally
dedicated to the life of the museum," Christmas
said. "We know it will be a national treasure."”

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Want a real letter to be delivered to your Marine
within 24 hours? The Marine Corps now has the
Motivational Mail program, or MotoMail. This mail
system enables families and friends of Marines
deployed to Iraq to send free messages via a system
that delivers each message like a regular letter.

The sender simply
uses the MotoMail
Web site to type a
message or takes a
: = handwritten letter to
$ y a scanning location
1 XF (available at most
< Stateside  Marine
g Corps bases). The
; letter is sent to the
S s MotoMail server, and

the designated USMC post office in Irag downloads
the letter to a special machine that prints, folds and
seals the letter. The machine ensures complete
privacy and makes it possible to deliver mail to
Marines in Iraq in usually 24 hours or less. The
sender can track the letter to identify when it was
submitted, downloaded and printed.

"The MotoMail system is based on the British Armed
Forces system called E-Bluey that has been used to
send free messages to [military] personnel stationed
at locations around the world for the last five years,"
said Chief Warrant Officer 4 Don McCarty Jr.,
Headquarters, U.S. Marine Corps postal affairs
officer.

To use MotoMail, visit the MotoMail Web site
[http://www.motomail.us/] and create a user account.
Once you have created an account, the rest of the
process is like writing an e-mail. You use several pull-
down menus to find the unit address, then enter your
Marine's rank and full name. When you have
completed the letter, you click "submit" and the
message is sent on its way to Iraq.

MotoMail is not designed to be used to send letters of
encouragement or support from the general public.
This process is not intended to replace U.S. mail, as
attachments, enclosures or packages cannot be sent.

RANK and FILE

In military terms “rank” refers to troops in line
abreast, “file” to soldiers standing one behind the
other. Together, “rank and file” came to be used
as a general term to distinguish ordinary soldiers
and non-commissioned officers from
commissioned officers. In the same way, the “rank
and file” of any group or movement are the
members as distinct from the organizers and
leaders.

QUARTERDECK

This is another borrowing from the French e’carter,
meaning “to set apart”. Here it refers to the rear
section of the ship that was set aside for officers,
whereas the main body of the crew were
“quartered” in the foc’sle, situated towards the bow.
The quarterdeck itself was a raised part of the deck
running aft from the mainmast to the stern. In the
British Navy it was traditionally the promenade
reserved for officers.

PUMMEL

To “pummel” someone is to pound them with your
fists, although the original meaning was to eat
them with the “pommel” of your sword, rather than
to strike them with the blade. On a sword the
“pommel” is the rounded knob at the bottom of the
hilt, named, because of its rounded shape, after
the French for an apple (pomme).
